Facebook, Twitter & Instagram Copy Suggestions
To get the most out of your social media posts, it’s a good idea to always post a photo, video, or link for more information along with any status updates. A healthy mix is recommended. You will also want to keep your posts short and sweet (knowing that isn't always possible, but aiming for 150 characters or less) since people are often quickly scanning through news feeds.
It's also beneficial to switch up the story/promotion with each post. Maybe one is about an adoption success story. Maybe another focuses on a specific adoptable animal. Maybe another is a question posed to your audience - “In honor of our ‘Love Is’ campaign, what is love to you?”  Changing it up will keep the focus on the campaign without boring people with the same old message. And of course, keep everything positive! You want people to feel excited about the promotion, not sad or guilty.
Here are some copy ideas you can choose from:
